- Do not use high-pressure cleaning equipment, which makes
the surface slightly porous and so more prone to staining

- Do not use solvent
- Do not apply staining oil, paint or protective/restorer products.

Composite boards are mostly made of wood and are therefore liable to staining, dependent on the product’s
environment, its use and your regional climate. Stains are always on the surface of the board and never alter the
structure of the product. Most of them can be easily cleaned off. Household stains (greasy stains) fade naturally if
they are exposed frequently to UV and the weather. These boards yellow temporarily during the first few weeks
after installation.
